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ROUTE MAP FOR PARENTS REQUESTING AN OUT OF SCHOOL CLUB TASTER SESSION FOR THEIR DISABLED CHILD





The practitioner will share information about your child with all staff, and reaffirm protocols for your child attending their setting.





The practitioner will arrange with you a suitable date for a taster session at the club.  The practitioner will be expected to be flexible and offer what your child can manage, for example an hour session.





Child attends taster session at the club.





At your visit the practitioner will complete the following with you:


Registration Form


Healthcare Plans if medication is to be administered


Allergy information


Additional Needs Form





They will ask about:


Likes/dislikes


Friends


Fears/worries


Favourite toys/stories/activities


Behaviour and how it is managed at home


Length of session that your child would like for a taster session





They will share their good practice with you.





They can seek support from the Extended Services Unit for guidance and advice.





They will go back to their setting and use the Plan for Action sheet with all staff members to agree protocols for your child attending the setting, and identify if there are any training needs.





They will ask those supporting your child in the school/setting about behaviour and behaviour management strategies, likes, dislikes, friends, favourite activities etc.





The practitioner will arrange a visit to your child’s school or familiar setting to carry out informal observations.





Make  contact with the setting of your choice and arrange an information gathering visit.
